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THE SEMANTICS OF SUBSTANTIVAL STABLE COMPOUNDS RELATING TO THE
CHRISTIAN ARCHIMANDRITY IN OLD ARMENIAN

The substantival stable compounds (therefore SC) are redy reprodusing language units,
which characterized with semanticly transfigurating (partly or fully) or non-metaphorical

meanings. They are of considerable number in old Armenian. They are interesting especially
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substantival SC relating to the Christian archimandrity, which certainly are of considerable
number in old Armenian.

In the level of old Armenian on synchronic basis the semantics of substantival SC
relating to the Christian archimandrity are scrutinized in the present report.

In professional literature it is mentioned that the phrase involves, accumulates and
conserves our imaginations about the surrounding world, it is a specific cultural monument,
the mirror of the past and the present of the given nation?.

A. The semantic types of substantival SC.

1. Non —metaphorical SC. This SC characterized with redy reproduction unlike the
non-stable compounds, which are formed in the communication act: [lpnh Uuwnnidnyg,
lunpwt uppmptwl, JEwip juthntiwlwup.

2. Semanticly transfigurating (phraseological) SC. The semanticly transfigurating SC
are include idioms and unilateral phraseological units (PU).

a) Unilateral PU. The components of following SC are characterized with semanticly
transfigurating (phraseological) meanings: wisp hnqinj, jntuunnp Jupnuubnniphil, qurt
Uuwnidny.

b) Idiomatic PU. They are characterized with complete semantic transfiguration: tanthy

wwpqlwg , wiwg wsp, nnint ndnjung.

B. The semantic groups of substantival SC. Among subsantival SC of old Armenian
semantic (thematic) following groups are distinguished:

1. SC relating to the Saint Trinity: Fwtu Zopn, Unipp Zngh, Wjupwghp kniptwub Zop.

2. SC relating to the Biblia: Ghpp dnnniynnh, Uuwnniwstnkt ghpp, Ophtuniphi
